David Pomeranz’s work for television has been extensive. He has contributed songs for scores of other series and specials including Will and Grace,  American Idol, One Life to Live, The Miss America Pageant, Midnight Caller, The  Seoul Summer Olympics, and, for six seasons, his was the voice heard singing the theme to the ABC series Perfect Strangers. Other projects include writing the theme for the award‐winning children’s series Zoobilee Zoo, Dick Clark’s Rockin’ New Years Eve, and Showtime’s Elvis Presley’s Graceland, for which he composed the score.
In the world of musical theater, David is the composer and lyricist (and co-bookwriter with Steven David Horwich) for a new stage musical based on the life of Charlie Chaplin, entitled “Little Tramp.” The show’s UK 1992 premiere lead to a star-studded recording of the featured songs on Warner Records starring  Richard Harris, Mel Brooks, Petula Clark, Tim Curry, Treat Williams, Peter Duncan, Lea Salonga and David himself. David is presently developing and starring in a new three‐character concert version of “Little Tramp” called “Chaplin: A Life in Concert,” which had its world premiere at the Kravis Center for the Performing Arts in April 2008.

His other musical theater projects include contributing songs for the West End hit, “Time,” which starred Cliff Richard and a 50‐foot‐high 3‐D projection of Sir Laurence Olivier (who recited the lyrics to David’s anthem, “It’s in Every One of Us”); an inspiring musical adaptation of the Charles Dickens classic, “A Tale of Two Cities;” and, most recently, the score for two exciting new musicals in collaboration with lyricist/ bookwriter Kathie Lee Gifford: “Under the Bridge” (which premiered off-Broadway at the Zipper Theater in January 2005) and the partial score for “Saving Aimee,” which opened at The Signature Theater in Arlington, Va., in May 2007, en route to Broadway.

Presently, David is composing the score in collaboration with bookwriters Joseph

Stein (“Fiddler on the Roof”) and Jenny Lynn Bader and lyricist Barry Harman for a

new Broadway‐bound musical comedy.
